encourage and support over-50s into self-employment or 
business start-ups, in order to increase the number of business 
start-ups in the borough.  The project and concept has been 

developed in partnership with Ideopolis International, the 
consultancy company of Professor Tom Cannon who is an 
expert in entrepreneurial development. 

The project will raise awareness through a series of workshops 
and seminars, and provide one to one advice and support to the 
over 50s. It is expected that the concept will grow and 

culminate in the establishment of the ‘National Association of 
Silver Entrepreneurs’ within the Borough of Knowsley. 

The Silver Entrepreneur’s concept was officially launched in May 
2005, with the Leader of Knowsley Council, Cllr Ronnie Round 

opening the one-day conference. About Silver Entrepreneurs he 
said: “At Knowsley, we believe in giving everybody the 
opportunity to achieve their dreams and fulfil their potential. 

The Silver Entrepreneurs scheme is an excellent way to tap into 
the knowledge and experience of our older residents, who can 
play such a vital role in securing a bright economic future for 

our borough”. Cllr Round was followed by a number of high 
profile speakers, including Ernesto Sirrolli of the internationally 
renowned Sirrolli Institute.   

Why Silver Entrepreneurs? – the concept 

The reason behind the project is clear - the next twenty years 
will see a major shift in the population age of the UK with the 

over 45s and 50s becoming increasingly important not only in 
number, but in economic power and their ability to shape the 
development of the economy. The same groups are living 

longer, staying healthier and, in many cases, seeking new 
outlets for their energies when their mortgages are paid off, 
their careers have reached a ceiling and their knowledge/

expertise increases in value – even if unappreciated.  

Older entrepreneurs may also find starting a business easier 
than their younger counterparts because they tend to have 

more experience to draw from and more assets with which to 
finance a business.  

A recent survey found that businesses 

started by people aged over fifty had more 

chance of success than those started by 

younger people.
